WHEREAS, it has become necessary to
amend the Mining Operations Proclamation;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with
Article 55(1) of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic: Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby
proclaimed as follows: :

1. . Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the
“Mining Operations (Amendment)
Proclamation No. 816/2013.

Any equipment, machinery,
vehicles -and consumables that
any holder of a special small
scale, small or large scale mining
license or his contractor may
import into Ethiopia and required
for mining development period
in accordance with the mining
agreement and the approved
work program shall be exempted
from customs duties and taxes;
